
Financial Aid Office 
The Financial Aid Office is open to students during the hours posted on campus. Students are encouraged to call or 
visit the office if they have any questions or need assistance regarding their financial aid. 

The resources of the Financial Aid Office are available to all students. Financial Aid staff members assist students in 
determining individual eligibility for the various aid programs and in completing the necessary applications and 
paperwork. To receive federal financial assistance, students must maintain satisfactory academic progress toward 
completion of their program as outlined in the school catalog. The Financial Aid Office is responsible for monitoring 
each student’s academic progress to ensure continued eligibility. 

Student Responsibilities 

• Students must promptly return all required applications and paperwork to the Financial Aid Office. 
• If the Financial Aid Office needs to see a student, the office will contact the student personally. It is the student’s 

responsibility to see Financial Aid when notified. 
• Each student who receives a student loan is required to complete entrance and exit counseling. The Financial 

Aid Office will notify each student when these sessions are scheduled. If a student misses a session, it is the 
student’s responsibility to contact the Financial Aid Office to reschedule a date. 

• If a student obtains a loan to pay for an educational program, the student will be responsible for repaying the 
full amount of the loan plus interest, less the amount of any refund. 
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
